The Salvation Army’s Jeannine Vaughan (Board of Directors and former
Soroptimist scholarship winner) and Jennifer Byrd (Public Relations Director)
spoke to us at our June 12" dinner meeting. As a newer member of Soroptimist,
I have not been exposed to as many of the organizations with whom SISF has
worked with in the past. | really did not know very much about the Salvation Army
and | was intrigued by our program speakers and would like to share what they
spoke about with all of those who read our newsletter.

The Salvation Army is a
church. Itis San Francisco
based and was founded in
1883. The idea to use kettles
every Christmas to collect
money came from San
Francisco as well. In 1891, a
money collection gimmick was

needed to help feed the poor, so they used crab pots to collect the money. Now
those pots are used throughout the nation. The Salvation Army provided
assistance during the 1906 earthquake, and today they have eighteen program
facilities in San Francisco, one in every neighborhood. Drug Rehabilitation,
Adopt-A-Family, and Back to School fund-raising are just a few of their programs.

The biggest project that they are currently working on is a center they are building
in the Tenderloin. This center is one of the largest (if not the largest) social
service project endeavored; named The Ray and Joan Kroc Corps Community
Center, it is an $80 million project. It will serve the community with a gym, dance
studio, and many other services such as assistance for “aged out” foster care
children. This center will serve a neighborhood that has the most children in the
city (3,500 children live in the eight blocks of the Tenderloin) while being one of
the poorest. As you can imagine it is in a very needy location. This is a great
opportunity for SISF to partner with the Salvation Army and provide both
volunteer services and monetary assistance for women and their families. The
center is slated to open in the summer of 2008 and our club will be invited to a
private tour.

One of their ongoing programs is “Tools for School”, collecting supplies for
schools with children in need. SISF member Diana Owyang has already made
headway in helping us get a connection for backpacks at wholesale cost to
donate. The club recently approved buying a table at their “Flower Power”
Luncheon , (Editor's Note: See the invitation in the left column box.), an event
that helps raise money for the “Tools for School” program. In the winter months,
the Salvation Army holds a Holiday Breakfast for low-income families. Both
Jeannine and Jennifer are very passionate about the work of the Salvation Army
and giving back to the community. It was a pleasure to have them attend our
meeting and | hope that we see them again in future service endeavors with
SISF.
