Progress Report: THE RENAISSANCE CAMPAIGN
Five Year Campaign 2004-2008

Soroptimist International of the Americas launched a five-year program called the
Renaissance Campaign in 2004 to help revitalize the organization. The campaign
relies on improvements in four interrelated areas- program, membership
fundraising and public awareness. Improvements in program will result in greater
impact with SIA’s mission of improving the lives of women and girls, this will lead
to increased public awareness, more financial contributions and greater
membership numbers. SIA is now at the halfway point of the campaign, and is
pleased to announce great strides in all areas.

It is made up of four functions that are all inter-related and work in harmony to
achieve the objectives set forth in the campaign. Those objectives are to

increase public awareness, there has been a 35% increase in the number
of clubs placing public awareness news releases, ads and public service
announcements

simplify Soroptimist programs, last year 64% of all clubs participated in
the WOA program, 89% of the clubs are participating in at least one other
project that benefits women and girls. To date SIA has donated more
than $616,000 to Project Independence. (The total overall Project goal
was $1.2 million).

increase membership, Since June 2004, 66 new clubs have chartered,
more than 16,000 new members have joined, in 2005-2006 there was a
15 percent increase in charter clubs and members,

increase fundraising, dues are the largest source of income but they
decreased by 8% in the last two years. However there is increased
participation in the Annual Club Campaign and a vast increase in
donations to SIA’s Laurel Society. SIA has launched a corporate
sponsorship program and has promotional partnerships with “Women &
Wine” and “Women’s Radio”, as well as two major sponsorships with Pink
Magazine and Janney Montgomery Scott.

The Soroptimist Logo was, for many years, our emblem, which is the image on
our membership pins.

Most people when asked did not know what the emblem meant nor what is
Soroptimist.

In an attempt to increase public awareness of our organization, the new logo was
instituted. It was felt that our organization needed one that could be recognized.

Soroptimist International recently
announced the 2007-2011 quadrennial
project. “Project Sierra, A Family and a
Future”. We are partnering with the UK
based Hope and Homes for Children,
which assists orphaned and
abandoned children in Sierra Leone.

Our new Quadrennial Project, Project
Sierra: a Family and a Future, was
launched at Convention in July 2007 in
Glasgow, Scotland The project will
support women caring for children in
extreme poverty and provide a caring
secure family home for children who
are alone or at risk of abandonment.

It's about joining together globally to
create a sustainable world for all people. In 2006, Peace Day on 21 September was
recognised by all 192 nations in the United Nations (www.internationaldayofpeace.org). In
2007, Soroptimists are encouraged to promote Peace through empowerment of Women
This can be done by urging governments to invite women from the community to the Peace
negotiation table as part of fulfilment of the UNSC resolution 1325, “to involve women in
the creation of sustainable peace”.
