All valid entries must be accompanied by an
attached entry form that includes the following information: First Name, Last Name,
grade in school, mailing address and e-mail address if available, your school's
name, address, and principal's name. The entry must further contain the following
statement signed by a parent: “| understand the poster contest rules, and hereby
grant the Soroptimists International of San Francisco or their assignees permission
to use my child’s artwork from the Domestic Violence Awareness Poster Contest for
the purpose of illustration, publication or broadcast.”

The artwork may be released for use by television, newspaper,
magazine or other media outlets including the Web/Internet/Intranet or for
promotional or marketing purposes at the discretion of the Soroptimists.
